The child who has a positive test result must self-isolate for
10 days or until they are well (we will authorise 14 days self-isolation absence as
we understand the practical difficulties in getting your children to school if you are
self-isolating for 14 days)

We would urge our families to check their emails very regularly (first thing on a
morning and on an evening) in case a child has received a positive test result late
on in the day (particularly on a Sunday) and we have to send out an email
informing our families to not come in to school late at night.
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
